Introduction
Purpose and Scope of the Procedure

This BSC Procedure (BSCP) defines specific processes by which Metering System
Identifiers (MSIDs) should be migrated from the legacy settlement arrangements to the
MHHS Arrangements (forward migration) and the process by which MHHS MSIDs,
where permitted, should be migrated back to the legacy settlement arrangements (reverse
migration).

It describes the obligations applicable to Supplier Meter Registration Agents (SMRA),
Suppliers and their Agents in relation to the processes ie. Forward migration (Change of
Agent), forward migration (on Change of Supplier) and reverse migration (on Change of
Supplier).

This BSCP does not detail the BAU processes relating to the appointment or de-
appointment of UMSO, Meter Operator or Data Service Agents. For further information
on these, refer to the Associated BSCPs in section 1.5 below.

MOA processes are governed under the Retail Energy Code (REC). MOA actions
outlined in the BSCP are for contextual information only.

Balancing and Settlement Code
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2. Requirements of Suppliers, their Agents and SMRAs

All Suppliers and Agents must make a minimum amount of change, as outlined below, in
preparation for the start of the Migration Period. This includes Suppliers and Agents that are
not planning to be MHHS Qualified at the start of the Migration Period. They will still need to
be able to follow the process where they are losing customers to a Supplier who is going to
migrate them to the MHHS Arrangements via the Migration CoS process.

If non-MHHS-Qualified Suppliers intend to register consumers that have already migrated to
the MHHS Arrangements they will need to operate the Reverse Migration process.

Legacy MOAs and DCs will need to have implemented specific changes, prior to the start of
the Migration period, to support Forward and Reverse Migration processes.

The SMRS will operate as the administering service regarding the management of Migration
activities. This service will be the definitive record of the status of each MSID in respect to
the settlement arrangements under which it is operated.

Within the Migration Period the SMRS will be capable of supporting both Legacy and MHHS
MSIDs. It will also support the Migration processes from the Legacy Arrangements to the
MHHS Arrangements, and Reverse Migration.
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3. Interface and Timetable Information
3.1 Forward Migration - on Change of Agent

This process applies where a Supplier is Forward Migrating MSIDs to which they are already appointed.

Suppliers are only permitted to undertake ‘bulk change of agent” activities within the Migration Period after consultation with the Migration Control
Centre.

Same day or Retrospective appointments should not be utilised when performing a CoA Migration, whenever possible.

If a pending Registration is received for an MSID that has an in-progress Forward Migration, when the D-1 effective from status of the Agent
appointment is reached, the SMRA will revert the MSID back to non-migrated status and send an IF/PUB-035 to MHHS Agents and Supplier
informing them that the Forward Migration has been cancelled.

If a cancellation/lapse notice is received for an MSID that has an in progress Forward Migration, when the D-1 effective from status of the Agent

Appendices

Exceptions to the Standard Migration Processes

Related MSIDs

Related MSIDs should generally follow the processes described in Section 3 though there are
some specific differences:

412

IF/PUB-031 appointment requests can only be accepted for the primary MSID;
Following each appointment request for the primary MSID, SMRS will send IF/PUB-
036s to appoint the requested agent to primary and secondary MSIDs; and

Reverse migration happens on CoS to a non-MHHS Qualified Supplier. Pending CoS
registration must be received for all MSIDs separately. Reverse migration completes
when all Secured Active notifications are sent.

[IR7] Import/Export MSIDs

Import and Export MSIDs migrate independently however they must follow slightly different
processes to those described in Section 3:

SMRS performs a daily scan where both linked Import and Export MSIDs are migrated.
(An MSID is considered migrated as when either MOA or Data Service had been
confirmed via IF/PUB-036);

Where there is a difference in agents appointed the export MSID will have a replacement
agents automatically appointed, as appropriate, by the IF/PUB-036. Simultaneously,
the agents being replaced will be de-appointed by the IF/PUB-037 which is also
received by the export Supplier. (For all Meter types, the same MOA is required for
both Import and Export. For Advanced Meters, there is the additional requirement to
use the same Data Service for both Import and Export); and

Reverse migration also can happen independently for import and export MSIDs.
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
